2. With regard to the Chancery Notice announced on 23/06/2021
concerning the Relaxed Group Gathering Measurers, and in
compliance with the requirements of the Hong Kong Government and
Wah Yan College, Kowloon, the maximum number of persons allowed

to a Mass 1s extended to 50% of the capacity of the Chapel effective
27/06/2021.

Parishioners are also encouraged to join the live streaming masses
broadcasted by the Hong Kong Diocesan Audio-Visual Center or to
join our Weekday Mass as far as possible.

(NOTE: The car park of Wah Yan College is now open again to all
parishioners with valid Parking Permit issued by our Chapel.
Nevertheless, once the number of parishioners has reached the
maximum capacity allowed in a Mass, no more cars will be allowed
to enter the car park until the next Mass.)

3. Holy Confession inside the chapel has been resumed with immediate
effect. There will be priests presiding inside designated confession
booths 10 minutes before the commencement of all the masses and
they will stay there for 15 minutes or until the last parishioner in line
has finished his/her confession. Parishioners may also make special

arrangements at the Chapel Office to confess in private if necessary.

4. Both the Chinese and English Sunday Schools, as well as Catechism
Classes, for the new 2021/22 school year are now inviting applications.
If you know of any children and/or adults who are interested in
knowing Catholic faith, you may inform them that they can register by
obtaining an application form at the Chapel Office.



5. The Chapel will start to install new air-conditioners and to improve the
lighting and audio systems by the beginning of July. We hope
