According to the "Chancery Notice" issued by the Diocese of Hong Kong on 10"
February 2025, the faithful who have completed their 14th year are to abstain from
meat. Those who have completed their 18th year but have not yet begun their 60th
year are also obliged to fast.
During Lent all the faithful are obliged to pray more and to perform more acts of
penance and charity, such as family prayers, rosary, meditation on the liturgical
texts of daily Masses, performing the Way of the Cross and caring for the material
or spiritual needs of the poor and the socially marginalized.
