1. The schedule for this year’'s Holy Week liturgies at our chapel is as follows:

e On April 2 (Holy Thursday), The Lord’s Supper will be celebrated at 8:00
PM, followed immediately by Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament and the
Sacrament of Reconciliation, which will continue until 9:45 PM.

e On April 3 (Good Friday), the Stations of the Cross will take place at 1:00
PM, followed by the Commemoration of the Lord’s Passion at 3:00 PM;
the Sacrament of Reconciliation will be available from 5:00 PM to 6:00
PM. Catholics aged 14 and older are reminded to abstain from meat on
Good Friday, and those between the ages of 14 and 59 are required to
observe fasting and abstinence.

e On April 4 (Holy Saturday), the Easter Vigil will begin at 8:00 PM.

Please note that all liturgies will be conducted primarily in Cantonese, and the
school parking lot will open one hour before the start of each service.

2. To celebrate Easter, the chapel’s Volunteer Service Group is organizing a special
“Tai O Cultural Pilgrimage Tour” for parishioners. The day includes a visit to the
Our Lady of Perpetual Help Chapel, rice dumpling making, Tai O sightseeing, and
a provided lunch. The tour takes place on Saturday, April 18, from 10:00 AM to
5:00 PM. The fee is $280, which covers all activities, transportation, and insurance.
All parishioners are welcome, but space is limited and will be allocated on a first-
come, first-served basis. Those interested should inquire and register at the
Volunteer Service Group’s information desk outside the chapel office after Mass
as soon as possible.

3. During Lent, our chapel will hold the Stations of the Cross in Chinese every Friday
at 7:15 PM,; the final session is this coming Friday, March 27. This weekly reflection
offers parishioners an opportunity to meditate on Christ’s suffering and to reflect
on how the Holy Cross brought about redemption. We warmly invite everyone to
join this meaningful devotion.

4. The Catholic Association of Wah Yan College, Kowloon, will hold its Lent
Gathering on Friday, March 27, from 6:00 PM to 8:30 PM in the School Hall. This
year's theme is “Covenant,” and the program will feature Gospel performances,
reflections, hymn singing, and dinner. Tickets are $150 for adults and $100 for
students. The event will be conducted in Cantonese. If you are interested, please
visit the ticket booth outside the main and right-side entrances of the chapel after
Mass.

5. Parishioners who have already collected their Lenten donation envelopes are
kindly reminded to return them on Good Friday (3 April) to be presented as
offerings before the Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion. Those who have not yet picked
up an envelope may do so at the chapel’s main or side entrances after Mass.
