February 17th, Tuesday, is Lunar New Year’'s Day. A Cantonese Mass will be
held at 10:30 AM, followed by a Putonghua Mass at 11:45 AM in the chapel.
Additionally, St. Teresa's Church, located at 258 Prince Edward Road, will host
a "Lunar New Year Thanksgiving Mass" at 6 PM that evening.

Ash Wednesday, which marks the beginning of Lent, falls on February 18th
this year. Our Chapel will distribute ashes ONLY during the morning Mass at
7:40 AM. According to the "Chancery Notice" issued by the Diocese of Hong
Kong on January 26, 2026, since Ash Wednesday coincides with the second
day of the Lunar New Year, the faithful are dispensed from fasting and
abstinence on that day. However, individuals are encouraged to choose
suitable forms of penance or perform acts of charity, in keeping with the
penitential spirit of the Lenten season. For further information, please visit the
website of the Diocese of Hong Kong.

To celebrate both the "Special Jubilee Year of St. Francis" and the Lunar New
Year, our Chapel is organizing a "Lunar New Year Pilgrimage Tour." This tour
will include a visit to St. Francis Church in Ma On Shan, a union lunch at a
restaurant, and a stop at Sai Sha Go Park. It is scheduled for February 28,
2026, Saturday, from 10:00 AM to 4:30 PM. The cost for the tour is $128 for
adults and $88 for children under 12, which includes transportation and lunch.
Please note that space is limited, and advance registration is required.

Our Chapel is organizing a "Lunar New Year Hiking Trip" on February 19, the
third day of the Lunar New Year. The hike will take place from 10:00 AM to
2:30 PM along the Dragon's Back Trail on Hong Kong Island. This event is
aimed at teenagers and hiking enthusiasts. For more information, please refer
to the poster outside the chapel.

During the Lunar New Year, the chapel will hold a "red packet" donation drive
to promote messages of mutual support and love for God and one another.
Parishioners can contribute part of their red packets by placing them in the
“red packet donation collection box" set up in the chapel from February 17th
to March 8th. The collected red packets will be donated to brothers and sisters
in need.

To allow parishioners and the students of Wah Yan College to meditate on
Jesus' suffering and reflect on how Christ redeemed the world through the
Holy Cross during Lent, our parish will hold "Stations of the Cross" every Friday
(February 27, March 6, March 13, March 20, and March 27) at 4.00 PM.
Everyone is welcome to participate.

Parishioners who have kept the palms from last year may bring them back and
place them at the collection boxes located outside the Chapel Office.
