Ash Wednesday, which marks the beginning of Lent, falls on February 18th this year.
Our Chapel will distribute ashes only during the morning Mass at 7:40 AM.
According to the "Chancery Notice" issued by the Diocese of Hong Kong on January 26,
2026, since Ash Wednesday coincides with the second day of the Lunar New Year, the
faithful are dispensed from fasting and abstinence on that day. However, individuals are
encouraged to choose suitable forms of penance or perform acts of charity, in keeping
with the penitential spirit of the Lenten season.
